Endowment Update
Last month we said that there 

would be a seminar in April about 
leaving a legacy .

NOTE:  Due to a change in 
schedules the seminar on LEAVING 
A LEGACY will be held on April 21, 
2012 at 10:00 am in the Fireside 
Room.

This last week there have been 
a couple of articles in the San Jose 
Mercury News about planning for 
end of life.  Like planning to leave a 
legacy, one needs to have written 
instructions on how you wish to be 
cared for in the final stages of life.

Most of us know how we want life 
to end but most of us don’t put our 
wishes in writing.  When we do not 
have something in writing we put 
undue pressure on our loved ones 
to make the decisions for us and this 
becomes very difficult for them.  The 
emotional, financial and physical toll 
that it takes on our families can be 
eased by taking time to write down 
your wishes.

One of the pressures comes when 
the doctors want to do one more 
procedure to extend a person’s life.  
It is important to remember that it 
is the doctor’s training to do what 
they can to extend life.  With the 
expanding cost of health care the 
question is:  Will the procedure help 
you have a reasonable active life?  
Do you want to do a procedure that 
will not likely provide you a good 
quality of life?

Think about the following: Do you 
want a breathing tube to sustain 
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In the COMMUNITY Interfaith Event at 
Pacifica Institute

The interfaith Book Group, consisting 
of sixteen women from Campbell UMC 
and Pacifica Institute (an organization 
of Muslim Turkish-Americans living in 
Silicon Valley) has started meeting to 
discuss the two Silicon Valley Reads 
books for 2012. The books are “The 
Muslim Next Door” by Sumbul Ali-
Karamali and “The Butterfly Mosque” 
by G. Willow Wilson. The meetings 
are an inspiring opportunity for open 
and trusting conversation about our 
different faiths. 

Last week the Campbell UMC women 
in the group were invited to take part 
in Pacifica Institute’s second annual 
Noah’s Pudding (Ashure) contest.  We 
were assigned to teams led by one 
or two of the Turkish women. A day 
or two before the contest we went 
to our leader’s house to help make 
the traditional Ashure pudding. The 
gatherings were filled with laughter 
and fun, as we chopped dried fruits and 
stirred the big pot. It was a privilege to 
be invited to our leader’s house. As well 
as doing most of the work involved in 
the pudding preparation our hostess 
provided a delicious Turkish dinner. 

Ashure commemorates the coming to 
rest of Noah’s ark on Mount Ararat (in 
what is now Turkey). The people on the 
ark wanted to celebrate their survival, 
but had very little food left. Yet they 
managed to collect enough little scraps 
of food for a feast and they mixed 
everything together into a pudding and 
shared it amongst everyone. These days 
the ingredients depend on the cook’s 
imagination, but are primarily legumes,

A Spiritual
Exercise for Lent

When I was young the question 
we faced every Lent was this:  “What 
are you going to give up?”  Those of 
us who were Catholics have reason to 
remember this.  The theory appeared 
to be that if we gave up something 
important to us, like candy or . . . . (What 
else was there to give up when we were 
ten years old?), we would be preparing 
ourselves, in a small way, to understand 
the sacrifice that Jesus made on Good 
Friday.

Time has gone by, and it no longer 
seems like a real spiritual preparation for 
Holy Week to simply give up something 
we like.  We need to be more proactive.  
We need to do something that will 
help us to grow stronger as spiritual 
persons—people who would gladly 
sacrifice ourselves in the service of God’s 
Kingdom.

What can we do?  Yes, there are 
Lenten Bible studies.  There are the 
Tuesday Lenten suppers with speakers 
who will challenge our perceptions of 
what faith means.  There are plenty of 
opportunities to give time, money and 
love to help those in need.  We can even 
devote more time to private prayer and 
studying the Bible.  I’m not suggesting 
that we abandon any of these and 
several other ways to grow as spiritual 
people.

I am suggesting that we can do 
something about examining our faith.  I 
was first given this opportunity in 1983 
when I was part of a seminar on spiritual 
aspects of healing.  Five of us met once 
a week to examine what role spirituality 
played in healing.

Near the end of the seminar, the 
group leader asked us to come back 
the following week with a statement of 
what we believed as spiritual people.  
That is what I am suggesting that 
each of us undertake as a daily Lenten 
discipline.  Pick one or more of your 
favorite creeds (there are ten in the back 
of the UMC Hymnal), and each day read 

a phrase or two and ask yourself, “Do I 
believe this phrase or this statement?  If 
I do believe it, what does it mean to me?  
How is has it been helpful in my spiritual 
growth?  How might it continue to be a 
means of spiritual growth for me?”

Of course, there is a dark side to this 
examination of what we believe.  We 
may discover that we don’t believe 
something in one or more creeds!  What 
then?  Well, we could ask ourselves two 
questions:   1) Why don’t I believe this?  
2) What DO I believe instead?

Over the six weeks of Lent two
